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Resumen

El mercado ilegal del contrabando se interpreta como expresion
complementaria a los circuitos economicos legales senalando la
existencia de un orden politico regional que articula expresiones
de los universos legales, ilegales y grises. Para el caso
colombiano matizan el contrabando, el narcotrafico, el lavado de
activos y la existencia de un orden social casuistico presente a

escala local y regional.

El presente documento expone los resultados de un estudio
cualitativo interpretado de manera central por la sociologia
disposicional de Pierre Bourdieu v de manera complementaria
por la criminologia critica, en el que se analizaron los dos
productos de mayor contrabando en Colombia: textiles vy
confecciones, en una regidn con una importante historia textil

como lo es el departamento de Risaralda y su capital Pereira.

Expresiones wvalorativas que han operado como disposiciones
para la accion tales como una integracion diferenciada, uwun
civilismo relativista, wun emprendimiento informal yv wuna
habituacion a la ilegalidad configurarian algunos de los rasgos
que han estructurado un tipo de Aabitus que permite explicar la
existencia de un sub-campo de la economia ilegal presente en la
region, y la continuidad de unas prdcricas sociales violentas las
cuales han perfilado a Pereira como una de las ciudades

intermedias mas homicidas de Colombia.

Superando lecturas esencialistas que dividen el mundo social
entre desviados e integrados, el estudio evidencia matices que
complejizan dicha relacion, y con ello, la necesidad de analizar
las condiciones institucionales y las estructuras sociales que han
hecho posible la reproduccion de mercados criminales vy

practicas violentas en la otrora regidn cafetera.
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Abstract

The illegal smuggling market is interpreted as complementary
expression to legal economic circuits pointing to the existence
of a regional political order that articulates expressions of legal,
illegal, and gray universes. It deals with smuggling, drug
trafficking, asset laundering for the Colombian case and the
existence of a casuistic social order present at local and regional

level.

The current document presents the results of a qualitative study
interpreted mainly by Pierre Bourdieu's dispositional sociology
and in a complementary manner by critical criminology., in
which the two major smuggling products in Colombia were
analyzed: textiles and apparel, in a Region with an important
textile history as it is the department of Risaralda and its capital

Pereira.

Value expressions which have operated as dispositions for
action such as a differentiated integration, a relativistic civilism,
an informal entreprencurship and a habituation to the illegality
would configure some of the features that have structured a type
of habitus which allows to explain the existence of a sub-field of
existing illegal economy in the region, and the continuity of
some violent social practices which have outlined Pereira as one

of the most homicidal intermediate cities in Colombia.

Overcoming essentialist readings that divide the social world
between deviant and integrated, the study shows nuances which
become more complex such relationship, thus, the need to
analyze the institutional conditions and social structures that
have made possible the reproduction of criminal markets and

violent practices in the former coffee region.
